Now in its fifth year the Kiwi 3D Competition Series is
ready to deliver the best series yet in 2011.

The three host clubs, (Pine Ridge, Rodney and Massey)
are excited about the 2011 Series and have made some
fantastic changes from previous years which will keep
things fresh for competitors. Let's look at the dates first for
2011. Mark these on your calendar as the 2011 Series is
one to attend.

Round1l  PineRidge 13th of February
Round2  Rodney 131 of March
Fnal Round Massey 10th of April

So what hasn't changed. Every target on the courses will
be 3D and the very successful and popular 2 x 20 target
format also remains. The scoring has been kept the same,
as has the inclusion of the technical targets in the rounds
of 20.

Despite the increase in costs and GST the host clubs have
kept the entry fees at the same level as last year, $25 for
Seniors, $15 for Juniors and $50 for a Family. Pre-entry
for all three shoots is recommended for two reasons, both
of which benefit you, the competitor.



Firstly pre-entry will save $10 per shoot ($30 for all three).
Even if you do end up paying on the day you are still
getting tremendous value for money. Secondly if you pre-
register for all three shoots you will go into a drawto win a
trip to the 9" Norfolk Island Open Feld Archery
Championships (24-9" July 2011). You could win an
amazing package consisng of your airfare,
accommodation, rental car hire and tournament entry fee,
the prize is worth $1400. All you need to take is your bow
and some spending money for meals and refreshments.
Norfolk Island is a wonderful place to visit and going to an
archery event there makes it even more special. The
residents of the island are descendents from the Bounty,
their heritage and the island’s history of being a penal
colony in the 1800's makes it a particularly fascinating
place to explore. Their tournament sees you shooting in
the mornings giving you the afternoons to relax, socialise
or sightsee. A 20 target 3D course is shot through the
expansive grounds of the historic Melanesian Mission, a
pleasant mixture of Norfolk Pine forest and rolling open
terrain. The prize winner will need a valid passport, a
sense of humour and be able to travel on the specified
travel dates.

Last year's winner was Gerald North who had a great time
up there. Gerald had just started archery when he won the
Norfolk prize so you just have to be in to win.

Due to numerous requests, mainly from Craig Bumet so
his wife won't beat him anymore, two new divisions have
been created for 2011, both for the ladies. Frstly, a
Women's Stringbow division catering for barebow recurve
and longbow shooters. The second is the Women's Open
division for those ladies shooting a compound. Any
equipment can be used in this division, sights, release, nall
polish, etc....

One thing to note here is the ladies do not have to enter
these new divisions if they do not want to. They can enter

any of the open divisions their archery equipment makes
them eligible for. However you can only enter one division.

The Largest Prize Table in the Sport

The host clubs have added to the already substantial prize
pooal those attending the series in past years have come to
expect. Now a grand total of approximately $6,000 of
prizes awaits the 2011 competitors, making it the largest
prize pool in the history of the sport in New Zealand.

Each shooat has a prize table worth a minimum of $1,000.
The 2011 series has been generously sponsored by three
archery shops, Advanced Archery, Archery Imports and
Arrowhead Archery. Each shop is donating $150 prize
vouchers in the form of three $50 product vouchers per
shoot for a combined total of $450 at each round. By using
the vouchers you will be able to buy exactly what you
want. In addition to this the host clubs will each have
numerous prizes which are archery or outdoor themed. As
always these prizes can only be won if your name is drawn
at random from those conpeting on the day and you will
need to be there to collect your prize. This means you can
shoot last in your division but still take home a prize. For
those new to the Kiwi 3D prize tables you will see you do
not need talent to go home a winner.

New for 2011 is a prize for those who attend all three of
the shoats in the series. Just by enjoying yourself at three
great archery events you Wil find yourself in a draw for a
32" HD Hat Screen TV valued at $800. How codl is that!!
To be €ligible to win the TV all you have to do is to shoot
at all three tournaments. That's all, have a blast shooting
the series and because of your support you could be
watching the Rugby World Cup on a new telly. You do not
have to pre-enter the events (although you should), just
turn up at each one. The other requirement to win the TV
is you must have electricity where you live. This may be a
disadvantage for the traditional shooters but for the
compounders it gives you a greater chance of winning.




Now that you are all fired up and ready to enter (just
kidding about the electricity) please note the new address
on the entry form.

For those who haven't been to Pine Ridge
before their courses are spread throughout a wide variety
of terrain designed to test you: open grassed areas to
heavy native bush, there is a shot for everyone. If you are
planning to go to the IFAA World Champs in Wagga
Wagga then the 2011 Kiwi 3D series will help you sharpen
your distance judging skills and get you used to shoating in
a large tounament. The opener at Pine Ridge has
attracted over 100 shooters for the last two years.

As well as their outstanding prize table, the food they put
on between rounds is excellent.

A big thank you to Craig Burnet who has done a lot of work
for Kimi 3D since it started in 2007. Craig has stepped
down from Kiwi 3D duties but he will be competing in the
2011 series so there will always be someone there you
can beat. Thanks for all of your work Craig.

Nationals to be held at Rodney. The Nationals are a two
day event and follow the same format and rules as the one
day Kiwi 3D Series. These will be held on the 12th and
13th of November; somewhat later than previous years.
The reasoning behind the move is to pick up the better
weather in Novermber (as opposed to May) and allow
those participating in the one day series a break between
events.
